	The meeting was called to order by Dr. Garcia at 3:31 p.m.

	Dr. Garcia welcomed the group to this special meeting of the Board at which the application to CHOICES for a grant will be reviewed.

	The minutes from the June 10, 2019 Board of Directors meeting were unanimously approved with the correction of the spelling of Dr. Gordan’s name.

	New Business
	Dr. Garcia invited Dr. Corsaro to discuss the CHOICES grant opportunity with the Board since the Board’s approval is required for the application process. Dr. Corsaro described the program as one for Alachua County residents who are considered the “working poor”. A CHOICES trust fund remains from the original tax assessment and will provide $465,000 per year in total for 10 years to eligible organizations. 

The funds will be used to cover dental care provided to DMD patients throughout the college. (Because of the high cost of orthodontia, Orthodontics’ DMD patient treatment will be excluded.) The college will bill CHOICES for eligible patients and procedures as they would any third-party payer on a monthly or quarterly basis. This will allow for monitoring and reporting as well. Patient eligibility, including household income <150% of the Federal Poverty Level (FPL) and Alachua County residency, will be verified in the screening clinic. This will be a one-time verification based on patient self-report. 
This is a competitive grant process; it is anticipated that ACORN and We Care will also apply. The College of Medicine may also apply. Dentistry will request funding to treat 150 comprehensive care patients and 250 Student Oral Surgery patients in the DMD program. The deadline for submission of the application is July 10. Applications will be reviewed by a panel of citizen volunteers. 
After a motion by Dr. Hardeman to approve the application submission and a 2nd to the motion, the Board approved the motion by a vote of 6 yes to 0 no.

	Other items
